
Wetland Ecology: During this hand-on field study, students will be briefed on the different types 

of wetlands, three factors that make a wetland and how to explore and gather data in the 

wetland. Field and lab studies will include water quality testing, macroinvertebrate collection and 

identification, soil survey and plant identification.  

Plants – The Workhorse of the Wetland: During this field investigation, students will learn the 

role of plants in a wetland.  Students will use a key to identify plants, collect samples, and 

identify plant structure, adaptations, and functions that help them live and survive. Plant 

collection and the use of plant presses are part of this class.
